INTRODUCTION

Check that all components are correct; 
the box contains:
•	 Tap
•	 Sealing washer (4 off)
•	 Lock nuts (2 off)

SITE REQUIREMENTS
The installation must be in accordance 
with water supply (water fittings) 
regulation 1999 and/or local Bylaws.
Before installing taps flush all pipework 
to remove debris. 

Maximum static       
pressure:

10 Bar

Running Pressure:: 0.1 to 5.0 Bar

This tap is designed for high pressure 
systems found in the UK, but can be 
installed with low pressure gravity 
water systems with reduced flow rates.
These taps are suitable for all water 
pressures and should be fitted in 
accordance with Water Regulations.

For effective operation of the internal 
seals, the maximum static pressure 
must not be exceeded.

INSTALLATION
Fit the tap into the bath connecting 
the hot and cold supplies using 
standard BSP tap connectors (¾” 
connectors for bath taps).

IMPORTANT
DO NOT choose a position where the 
tap could become frozen. 

LEAK TESTING
Switch on the supplies at the mains. 
Turn the tap on and test for leaks in 
the connections. Remedy if required.
