SITE REQUIREMENTS

The installation must be in accordance
with water supply (water fittings)
regulation 1999 and/or local Bylaws.

Before installing taps flush all pipework
to remove debris.

This mixer is designed for high pressure
systems found in the UK, but can be
installed with low pressure (?ravity
water systems with reduced flow rates.

INSTALLATION MIXER

Before starting the installation check
that all components are present.

ASSEMBLY

Connect the hot and cold supplies to
the taps using braided hoses supplied,

shown in (fig 1)

Fit the mixer into the basin, shown in

(fig.2).

Secure the mixer in position using the
stud, seal and horse shoe plate, shown

in (fig.3)

IMPORTANT

DO NOT choose a position where the
mixer or waste could become frozen.
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INSTALLATION SLOTTED CLICK
WASTE

Before starting the installation check
that all components are present.

ASSEMBLY

Remove the retaining nut and base
seals from the slotted waste and push
the waste though the hole in the
basin.

Re-fit the seals and secure the waste
with the retaining nut (fig 3).

LEAK TESTING

Check all joints and connections for
leaks. Remedy if required.

OPERATION CLICK

The click waste operates by pressing
the chrome cap; push to close and
push to open.

LEAK TESTING

Switch on the supplies at the mains.
Turn the mixer on and test for leaks in
the connections and waste. Remedy if
required.

CLEANING

Triton recommends that all products
are cleaned using warm, soapy water.

Do not use abrasive or aggressive
chemical cleaning products as this may
affect the product surface finish and
and invalidate your guarantee.
